Cray Valley PM have always been keen to develop their younger players and | was
thrilled, during pre-season, to be called up for their Under 23 team. Now this really
was a step up! There was a mixture of excitement and nerves as | arrived for my first game, keen to play well. The weather
that evening was horrendous, gale force winds and lashing rain. | came on for the second half and | must have made a
good impression as | was selected for the remaining pre-season friendlies and asked to sign for them as soon as | turned 16
in September. | was delighted. | am now dividing my time between the two teams with matches for the U18s on Sundays
and the U23s on Wednesday evenings. A particular highlight during two recent games for the U23s against Tooting &
Mitcham and then Faversham, was playing alongside Kevin Lisbie, an ex-Charlton and Jamaican international.

It was following the U23 game against Faversham which we won 2-1 that | had a call asking if | would train with the first
team. Yet another step up and completely unexpected. Again | was delighted and joined them for an enjoyable session
where | worked as hard as | could and loved every second. | was therefore stunned and honoured to be called into their
squad for their final FA Cup qualifying game against Maidenhead, currently in the National League and three divisions
higher than Cray Valley. For me this was a very proud moment. Again there were feelings of excitement and some nerves
as | joined the team coach on Saturday 24 October at our home ground, the Artic Stadium. The atmosphere on the coach
was upbeat with everyone believing we could win this game and progress to the first
proper round of the FA Cup.

Unfortunately for Cray the game didn’t start too well. 2-0 down in the first half and the
cup dream looked like it might come to an end but the team rallied and battled. After
pulling one goal back, the momentum was high and a second goal followed to make it 2-
2. In the dying seconds of the game, just when it looked like we were heading to
penalties, super-sub Francis Babalola scored the sensational winner and within minutes
the referee blew for full time. The celebrations that followed were incredible and
continued from the pitch, to the changing rooms and onto the coach. We then awaited
the draw to find out who we would face in the first round. It turned out to be another
away fixture and this time to Havant & Waterlooville.

Whilst it would have been fantastic to play a First or Second Division side, we knew that
this was a draw that was definitely winnable and could see us continue our journey in the
FA Cup. Yet again | was delighted and still slightly incredulous to be selected for the
squad and on Sunday 7 November joined the team coach to make the journey to Hampshire.

Slightly less nervous now, having been welcomed and accepted by the team, manager and coaching staff, | looked forward
to the day ahead. The enormity of the occasion was obvious. We were each given a commemorative shirt printed with the
FA Cup badge, date of the cup tie, Remembrance poppy and personalised with our name and squad number.

Walking out with the team and knowing that the match was televised, live on BBC via the red button, was an amazing
feeling and we lined up to acknowledge the two minute silence. The game started well for Cray Valley. We dominated
possession and put Havant & Waterlooville under pressure as they struggled to settle into the game. Unfortunately we
couldn’t convert our chances and suddenly they broke and scored against the run of play.



This was a real blow but knowing that we had come from two goals down against
Maidenhead, again we rallied and fought back. Unfortunately this time we
couldn’t get the equaliser that we desperately wanted and deserved. In spite of
hitting the woodwork and being denied a penalty, Havant & Waterlooville hung on
to their slim lead and now head into the second round of the FA Cup.

Whilst it was a huge disappointment not to progress to the next round of the FA
Cup, the whole experience for me has been phenomenal and has made me even
more determined to train hard, progress, develop and follow my dreams.

My football journey with Cray Valley has been amazing but | am also very
fortunate and proud to captain both Kent Schools and Beths. Lifting the trophy for
Beths in Barcelona last year when we won the World School Football
championships was an unbelievable feeling. | am grateful for the support and
encouragement that | have been given and the belief that has been invested in me over the years. The past few
weeks have been incredible and | have memories that will last forever. For now, however, my focus is to stay fit,
healthy and concentrate on my GCSE trial exams which are fast approaching.

BAKE OFF

Our fantastic Assistant Site Manager, Mr French, made a wonderful
Gingerbread cake this week and we can all definitely say, it tasted amazing!
If, like me, it has made you want to get in the kitchen and bake or even get
into the Christmassy spirit, please try this recipe and tag us on our social
media pages with #bethsbakeoff.

Gingerbread loaf cake

Ingredients

Cake Decoration

225 g ‘Unsalted Butter 150 g ‘Unsalted Butter
225 g Dark Brown Sugar 300 g Icing Sugar

125 g Black Treacle 2 tsps Ground Ginger

375 g Plain Flour 1/2 tsp Ground Cinnamon
4 tsp Ground Ginger Gingerbread Men

2 tsp Ground Cinnamon Gingerbread Crumbs

3 Medium Eggs Sprinkles

225 ml Whole Milk (warmed)
2 tsps Bicarbonate of Soda

For the Cake

Preheat your oven to 180C/160C Fan and grease and line a 2(b loaf tin with
greaseproof paper

In a pan, gently heat the butter, sugar and treacle together in a pan until smooth,
allow to cool for 10 minutes

In a large bowl, sift the flour, ginger and cinnamon together and pour in the treacle
mix - stir to combine.

Add in the eggs and stir to combine.

Mix the bicarbonate of soda in with the warm milk and allow it to froth and
thicken a [ittle

Mix in with the rest of the mixture and pour into the tin

Bake in the oven for somins-1 hour, or until baked through! Once baked, leave to
cool in the tin for 10 minutes, and then fully cool on a wire rack.

Decoration
Beat your Butter on it's own for a few minutes to loosen it and make it lovely and
soft
Add in the Icing Sugar, and the spices, and beat again Continue beating until the
buttercream is lovely and fluffy and perfect
Pipe your Buttercream onto the cake, and decorate with some Gingevbread Men,
and Gingerbread Crumbs.
