We then walked around the corner to the Capilla Real, the royal
chapel where Queen Isabella | and King Ferdinand were buried, and
even got to look into the crypt. There were lots of relics and
artworks so precious that they couldn’t be photographed.

We ended the day at a local restaurant serving traditional tapas dishes,
from tortilla espanola and patatas bravas to calamari. Many of us tried
hew things and loved them. what a fantastic end to our trip to
Andalusia!

CAREERS DEPARTMENT

Apprenticeships are an increasingly popular pathway for our students.
Apprenticeships are 80% work and 20% study and are a partnership
between an employer and a training provider like a university. A degree
apprenticeship gives students the opportunity to gain a paid-for degree
while getting industry experience and earning a salary. They are
available in lots ofindustries, from hands-on fields likeengineering to
more office-based roles like business administration, finance, and law.

During National Apprenticeship Week (5-9 February) all year groups
explored apprenticeships in PSHCE, form times and assemblies. On
Wednesday 7 February we held our first Apprenticeship Fair. Almost
200 Sixth Form students and parents were able to speak with
employers offering apprenticeships in a variety of sectors. Former
students representing Morgan Stanley, Glaxo Smith Kline, Bromley
Healthcare, Keltbray, EY, IBM and Deloitte were able to share their
knowledge of the pathway they took from Beths to their
apprenticeships onto the next generation of Beths Scholars. The Sixth
Form students were able to discuss work experience opportunities with
local and national firms, that included Baily Garner, Balfour Beatty, JGF
Electrical, CIS Security, Frankham Consulting and BP.
